| joined in November 2007. I'd been doing A-level
music for a year and had decided to switch from
electric guitar to singing for the performance part of
the course. My music teacher suggested joining a
gospel choir, but | wanted something more
challenging. So | googled choir on the internet and
found BMVC.

Did singing with the choir help with your A-level?

| probably would have failed without it. Mark Burstow
helped me to prepare my two performance pieces.

Do you come from a musical background?

| started playing the electric guitar when | was about

nine, but then got an acoustic after borrowing some

Bob Dylan albums from the library. | was in a few rock groups at secondary school, including one
called Bonnie Zell, which was named after the midwife who delivered me (I just liked the namel!).
Then | started doing solo spots at a music club in Boscombe, singing a mixture of my own material
and covers.

What sort of music do you like?

| listen to a wide range of music, from Leonard Cohen through to club music. | like some classical
music — Holst’'s Somerset Rhapsody, for example — but not the modern classical stuff. It just sounds
like a noise to me. I'm not keen on warbly singers like Alexandra Burke, either. Jeff Buckley’s
version of Hallelujah is far better.

Which of the choir’'s songs do you most enjoy singin g?

Anything with a good second tenor part, like Bui Doi and The Rose.

What do you do when you’re not singing with the cho ir?

I’'m in my second year of studying physics at uni, so that takes up a lot of my time. | do a bit of rock
climbing, including bouldering, which is climbing without ropes. | went trekking in the sixth form and
reached Everest base camp, although | also climbed Kala Pata, a nearby mountain, which — at
5500 metres — is about 200 metres higher. I'm also getting into running — I’'m in the university

running club and I’'m working my way up to doing a half-marathon.

| was born in Oakland, California and lived there until | was two. | hold dual British-US citizenship.
